Short description 

The module plays various sounds that can be triggered via external 
inputs. 
The sounds can be modified and uploaded by USB interface and a 
computer connection. 

Wiring 

Input supply (POWER): DC or AC supply input insensitive to 
polarity. 
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Control inputs (SND1-4): Each input has galvanic isolation, thus 
for input activation the module shall be provided with supply 
voltage. This voltage can be: 

- output voltage of a remote control device 
- own supply voltage 

The input can be supplied by AC as well! The point marked „+” in 
the drawing is the common input point. In case the connection 
meets the drawing, input activation is performed by the connection 
of the input to the „-” pole. 
Volume control: Volume is continuously adjustable using the 
potentiometer marked „VOLUME”. A screwdriver can be used for 
adjustment. 
"EXTERNAL AMPLIFIER", Low-level signal output: E.g. the 
Line level input of a Hi-Fi device or another amplifier can be 
connected to this point. 
Loudspeaker output: Any >8 Ohm loudspeaker can be connected 
to this screwable terminal block. 

First start-up of the device 

The device is available with an originally programmed sound, and it 
can be changed later. It is for checking the operation of the module 
after the first start-up, in case of proper operation. 
 
Important! The inputs of the device have galvanic isolation (are 
totally independent of the module in electrical aspect) and are 
connected to the player by optical coupling. These inputs shall be 
used as if normal LEDs would be connected.  No series resistor is 
required; the module contains it. 

Uploading sounds to the module 

1. Download the sound uploader utility from our website 
http://www.trainmodules.hu/: Modules -> Sound Player -> 
Downloads. 

2. Start up the module (by external supply voltage connection) 
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3. Connect the module to the computer by the attached USB 
cable. 

4. If required browse the USB uploading driver (can be 
downloaded from the appropriate website, at the product 
data sheet) 

5. Run the utility program. 
6. Select 115200 bit/s speed. 
7. If the uploader is connected to the 

sound player correctly, the 
following screen will be displayed in 
the utility program: 

8. The „+” button can be used for 
adding new sound files. Up and 
down arrows can be used to 
associate the played sounds and 
the activated outputs.  
The „-”  button can be used to delete a file from the 
uploading list. 

9. Click the „Start” button and wait with patience until the 
sound file is uploaded. The uploading time can take few 
minutes, depending on the length of the selected sounds. 

The module totally erases its memory before each uploading, thus 
in case only one of the sounds is to be replaced, also the other 
ones shall be added to the list. 
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Guarantee and legal statement 

Each parameter of the device will be submitted to comprehensive 
testing prior to marketing. The manufacturer undertakes one year 
guarantee for the product. Defects occurred during this period will 
be repaired by the manufacturer free of charge against the 
presentation of the invoice.
